Rabbi’'s Message

I would like to wish all of you a
healthy and prosperous Jewish New
Year of 5771. May G-d grant you lon-
gevity of years and the best of health
for many years to come. | pray that our
congregation will continue to grow.

On Yom Kippur morning we read
about the Yom Kippur Temple service
which was performed by the High
Priest. The service involved two he-
goats which removed the burden of
sinfulness from all Jews and granted
them G-d's forgiveness. One goat was
designated to be sacrificed on the altar,
and the other was sent away to die in
the desert. How did this strange cere-
mony relate to the emotional state and
the desperate needs of those assem-
bled? What really transpired was a
biblically prescribed ritual that mirrored
the themes of the Day of Atonement.

The Jewish mystics note a con-
nection between the two names of two
different Jewish holidays, of Yom Kip-
pur and of Purim. The only difference
in spelling between the two names is
the letter “kaf”. Indeed, Yom Kippur
could literally translate as “a day like
Purim”. This is rather strange, to relate
the awesome Yom Kippur with the hi-
larious Purim, a solemn observance
with a happy celebration. In what way
is Yom Kippur like Purim?

Furthermore, it is noteworthy that
both Yom Kippur and Purim involve the
casting of lots (goral); a form of a game
of chance. We read, “And Aaron shalt
cast lots upon the two goats; one lot for
the Lord and the other for Azazel.” The
Talmud elaborates “The he-goats of
Yom Kippur were alike in appearance,
in size, in value and were to have been
bought at the same time” Though they
were like identical twins in every re-
spect, their destinies were dissimilar;
one was “unto the Lord” and the other
to Azazel. How were their destinies
divided? Rashi relates, “He placed one
goat at his right and the other at his left.
He then put both of his hands into an
urn and took one lot in his right hand
the other in his left. He placed one on
each of the goats. The goat upon
which there fell the lot bearing the in-
scription ‘unto the Lord’ was for the

Lord, and that bearing Azazel, was after
sent to Azazel, a forsaken place to die
in the desert”.

The Purim lot determined the
date chosen by Haman for the destruc-
tion of the Jews. Indeed, the very name
Purim means “lots”. What, we may ask,
is so significant about the method that
Haman employed to chose the date that
would warrant the holiday to be so
named? It seems such an insignificant
detail of the Purim story. Why indeed is
the holiday called Purim, and in what
way is Yom Kippur like Purim?

The Megillah, or book of Esther,
is a scroll filled with events which are
unreasonable, absurd, seeming acci-
dental and capricious chance. No-
where did Jews experience such ab-
surd vulnerability as they did in
Shushan, the capital. One moment
they were very secure in Persia, the
next moment they faced destruction.
Mordechai faced the gallows, but sud-
denly he was Prime Minister. The King
signed away the life of a people, but
three days later he couldn’t remember
doing so. Purim, therefore, epitomizes
instability, uncertainty and vulnerability
which characterizes human life gener-
ally but particularly governs the destiny
of the Jew. Thus the name Purim
(Goral) expresses the erratic nature of
events. It alerts the Jew to face sudden
times of fortune, threatening dangers
and the fickleness of life even as the
goral itself seems to operate through
blind chance.

Theologically, G-d is forgiving of
man'’s sinfulness precisely because He
acknowledges man’s vulnerability; but
man is often a victim of external events
which overwhelm him. Otherwise, sin-

ful man could always stand condemned
before his maker. The mitigation of his
judgment is due to G-d's recognition
that man is subject to pressure, tempta-
tion and is quickly persuaded.

Some people are saints because
they were reared in saintly surround-
ings. Others may have been disposed
to evil because their home setting
lacked refinement and values. Should,
then, the wicked be found guilty? Isn’t
much of man’s waywardness due to his
vulnerability to external pressures? He
stands almost defeated by factors not
completely of his making and chance
circumstances which thrust him in vari-
ous directions. This is how man stands
before the Heavenly Bar of Judgment,
hopefully for compassionate under-
standing. Despite his Free Will, man
isn’'t the fashioner of the chance, exter-
nal events which are too powerful for
him to overcome.

The two he-goats were like iden-
tical twins, yet they went in different
directions, due to extraneous chance.
The secret of atonement is this, re-
flected in this ceremonial casting of lots,
an external element of chance or acci-
dent determined which went to G-d and
which went to Azazel. This reflects the
penitent’s only claim for forgiveness,
namely, that his moral direction was
influenced by external forces beyond
his control, that he is basically a weak
creature and vulnerable to his environ-
ment.

Yom Kippur is, thus like Purim,
both involve a goral. The sudden intru-
sion of the unexpected provides a vul-
nerability which qualifies man to receive
G-d’s compassionate forgiveness of
Yom Kippur.

The Profound Influence of a Small

When | decided to convert to Ju-
daism in the early 1980’s, my motive
was simple and straightforward. Since
Shelley was Jewish and | had no par-
ticular affinity for my childhood religious
affiliation (Methodist), becoming a Jew
by choice to raise our children in the
Jewish faith and traditions was an easy
decision. Little did | know at the time
that my choice would have lifelong im-
plications for Michael.

From the first time we entered the
synagogue in 1983 or 1984, we were
warmly embraced by a small but very
friendly congregation. Audrey and Dick
Lasday, Bert and Edith Adler, Julius
and Shirley Morris, Zara Siegel,
Sherman Siegel, Ben Richman, Morris
Cohen, Jon and Carol Adler, Bill and
Shirley Ardman, Dorothy Landay, Doro-
thy Friedfeld and Irene Broida are just a
few of the members who come to mind
when | recall how welcomed we felt as
a new family almost 30 years ago.

As two of only a few Jews in the
Washington School District, Michael
and Rachel came to cherish their syna-
gogue experience with their peers,
since it was the place where they could
revel in their Jewishness. When |
spoke with Michael recently, he fondly
recalled the camaraderie of his close
circle of fellow “Beth Israelites"; Rachel
Steinberg, Robbie Reeves, Susie Se-
kel, Stacy Haid, Jennifer Weber, Jona-
than Sachs and Marcie Wodlinger.
Whether it was Young Judea, BBYO or
Religious School, this cohesive group
learned and played together to foster
their Jewish experience.

Rabbi and Sylvia Goldman were
like grandparents to Michael and Ra-
chel.  When my parents moved to
Sequim, Washington in 1990 and when
Shelley's mother, Dorothy died in 1992,
there was a great void that was filled
only with the kindness and attention
extended to Michael and Rachel by the
Rabbi and Sylvia. Michael's relation-
ship with Rabbi Goldman was a bond
between disparate generations that we
and he will never forget.

Rabbi Goldman was truly a men-
tor and teacher to Michael. They did so
many wonderful things together, one of
the most significant of which was their
participation (with Michael usually sing-

ing) in interfaith services with Immacu-
late Conception, Church of the Cove-
nant and St. Paul AME Church and in
programs with the Committee for Racial
Equality. These experiences led Mi-
chael to participate in similar programs
while at Duquesne University and He-
brew College and to foster his commit-
ment to religious tolerance and racial
and gender equality. This experience
instilled in Michael a sense of equality
activism that has served him well to this
day.

Beth Israel provided Michael with
other opportunities to embrace Juda-
ism, such as assisting with services and
living in Israel for a summer while in
high school due to the generosity of the
Irene Broida Fund, which provided him
with a scholarship to study there. For
someone like Michael with an insatiable
yearning for learning, his experiences at
and through the synagogue opened up
a whole new vista for knowledge.

When | spoke with Michael about
this article, he recalled the Congrega-

tion as being small but energized, gal-
vanized around the common goal of not
only surviving but thriving, despite its
decline in numbers and adverse demo-
graphics. We are convinced that Mi-
chael's genuine interest in others and
his uncanny ability to convey to others
in understandable ways the traditions,
customs and precepts of Judaism is
attributable in part to his experiences at
Beth Israel. He has a wonderful way of
imparting to and interacting with others.

Michael also told me that his first
time as a cantor at the High Holy Days
several years ago at Beth Israel was
better than he could have hoped for.
The warm and enthusiastic reception he
got was in large part responsible for his
wonderfully melodic and moving can-
torial renditions. He also told me that
as he stopped up to the bimah on Rosh
Hashanah, a wave of nostalgia swept
over him with a flood of only fond
memories of Beth Israel and all it has
meant to him.

Rabbi Adin Steinsaltz is recognized
as a teacher, mystic, scientist and so-
cial critic. He has been a resident
scholar at Yale University, the Institute
for Advances Studies at Princeton and
the Woodrow Wilson Institute in Wash-
ington, DC, founded the Israel Institute
for Talmudic Publications. Steinsaltz
has published sixty books. He is best
known for his translation of and com-
mentary on the Talmud and is interna-
tionally regarded as one of the greatest
rabbis of this century and of the last.
His life-long work in Jewish education
has earned him the lIsrael Prize, that
country’s highest honor. Arthur Kurz-
weil is an author, teacher and long time
disciple of Rabbi Steinsaltz.

We Jews Who Are We and What
Should We Do? explores the issues of
importance that concern Jews today.
Rabbi Steinsaltz sees causes and con-
sequences, achievements and failures.
He looks at the contemporary world and
provides answers to questions to Jews,
whether they are secular and assimi-
lated or orthodox in an insightful and
inspiring manner. The title of The Thir-
teen Petalled Rose, a Discourse on the
Essence of Jewish Existence and Belief
is taken from the opening lines of the
Jewish text, the Zohar, and refers to the
“collective souls of the Jewish people,”
which scholars have likened to the full-
ness of a rose. This book seeks to an-
swer major questions asked by modern
Jews about the nature of their existence
in G-d’s universe.

Pebbles of Wisdom from Rabbi
Adin Steinsaltz is a compellation from
more than thirty years of Rabbi Stein-
saltz’s lectures, writing, interviews, con-
versation and reflections on topics of
life including the meaning of happiness,
the search for the purpose of one’s life,
the point of suffering, discovering one-
self, dangers along the spiritual path,
the process of transforming oneself and
the challenges of faith.

He will participate in the
Beth Israel services the first night and
first day of Rosh Hashanah. On Yom
Kippur he will chant for both the Kol
Nidre service and throughout the day of
Yom Kippur.

Is It Only Entenmann’s ?

Some are
marked on their labels that they are
dairy.

To name only a few, there are some
Pepperidge Farms®, Archway®, French
Twists® and Walkers® shortbread
cookies. As members shop, they will
discover even more kosher dessert
items on grocery shelves. Even some
supermarket chains’ store brands are
kosher.

Add some variety to your refresh-
ments for the synagogue repertoire.
When shopping, just look for one of the
kosher symbols on the label. Some of

the accepted ones are K, Ko, and
sometimes even the word “kosher”.
